28 So they answered, “John the Baptist; but some say, Elijah; and 
others, one of the prophets.” 29 He said to them, “But who do you say 
that I am?” Peter answered and said to Him, “You are the Christ.”

Romans 8:5-6: For those who live according to the flesh set their 
minds on the things of the flesh, but those who live according to the 
Spirit, the things of the Spirit. 6 For to be carnally minded is death, but 
to be spiritually minded is life and peace.
