John 14:16 (ESV) And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Helper, 
to be with you forever

**The only way to recognize Jesus in your life is by Faith.

**Your circumstances or situations do not determine Jesus in your life.

Several things Jesus does in your life:
1. Convicts    
John 16:8-11 (ESV) And when he comes, he will convict the world concerning sin and 
righteousness and judgment: 9 concerning sin, because they do not believe in me; 10 
concerning righteousness, because I go to the Father, and you will see me no longer; 11 
concerning judgment, because the ruler of this world is judged.

2.   Illuminates
John 16:12-15 (ESV) “I still have many things to say to you, but you cannot bear them 
now. 13 When the Spirit of truth comes, he will guide you into all the truth, for he will not 
speak on his own authority, but whatever he hears he will speak, and he will declare to 
you the things that are to come. 14 He will glorify me, for he will take what is mine and 
declare it to you. 15 All that the Father has is mine; therefore I said that he will take what 
is mine and declare it to you.

3.   Teaches
John 16:15 (ESV) All that the Father has is mine; therefore I said that he will take what 
is mine and declare it to you.

4.   Guides
Romans 8:14 (ESV) For all who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God.

5.  Assures
Romans 8:16 (ESV) The Spirit himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children 
of God,

6.  Intercedes
Romans 8:26 (ESV) Likewise the Spirit helps us in our weakness. For we do not know 
what to pray for as we ought, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us with groanings too 
deep for words.

7.  Directs
Acts 20:22 (ESV) And now, behold, I am going to Jerusalem, constrained by the Spirit, 
not knowing what will happen to me there,
8.  Warns
Acts 20:23 (ESV) except that the Holy Spirit testifies to me in every city that 
imprisonment and afflictions await me.
