1 Corinthians 2:6-10

To have wisdom is to have the ability to apply knowledge to everyday life. It is in the
reading and understanding of God’s word that we obtain knowledge, and meditating
upon that knowledge brings wisdom.

1. Godly wisdom comes from the
James 3:17-18 (ESV) But the wisdom from above is first pure, then peaceable, gent/e
open to reason, full of mercy and good fruits, impartial and sincere. 18 And a harvest of
righteousness is sown in peace by those who make peace.

2. We must itand for it.
James 1:5-6 (ESV) If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask God, who gives generously to
all without reproach, and it will be given him. © But let him ask in faith, with no doubting,
for the one who doubts is like a wave of the sea that is driven and tossed by the wind.

To trust in Christ and yield to His Holy Spirit is to walk in wisdom, because as Christians
we have the mind of Christ.

1 Corinthians 2:16 (ESV) “For who has understood the mind of the Lord so as to instruct
him?” But we have the mind of Christ.

3. God’s wisdom grows in us as we walk with him in his word.
Psalms 119:105 (ESV) Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my path.

Psalms 119:130 (ESV) The unfolding of your words gives light; it imparts understanding
to the simple.

4. Those who have God’s wisdom will it in how they live.
James 3:13 (ESV) Who is wise and understanding among you? By his good conduct let
him show his works in the meekness of wisdom.

God desires to give His wisdom to His children. Living in wisdom is living in godliness and
reflecting the nature of the Kingdom of God in the course of daily living.

5. Walking in wisdom makes
Proverbs 28:26 (ESV) Whoever trusts in his own mind is a fool, but he who walks in
wisdom will be delivered.

The basis upon which you build your life will determine the course of your life. While
foolishness may guise itself as wisdom, the contrast between earthly and spiritual
wisdom is evident.
